I, pro-
viding for a joint session of the House and Senate in
the Hall of the House on Friday, January 6, 1961, at i
p.m., for the opening and counting of the electoral
ballots of the several States for the election of the Presi-
dent and Vice President (for tabulation of votes see
House Chamber).

Hayden, one of the tellers on the part of the Senate
appointed to count the electoral votes, announced the
result of the count.

Senate Rules: At 2 p.m. upon the expiration of the
morning hour, Presiding Officer laid down and Senate
debated Humphrey motion to resume consideration of
modified S. Res. 4, to amend rule XXII of the Standing
Rules of Senate by permitting cloture on vote of three-
fifths (rather than two-thirds) of Senators present and
voting. Pending question at adjournment remained
the modified Humphrey amendment (in nature of a
substitute) to permit cloture by majority vote of Sena-
tors chosen and sworn (constitutional majority).
